Summary

Sobolievskyi Ya. A. Platonism in Thomas Jefferson’s
philosophical views. — Article.

The article examines the main views of the American
Enlightenment philosopher Thomas Jefferson on the
philosophical ideas of the ancient philosopher Plato. The
ageof the American Enlightenmentisuniquein the history
of early American philosophy for its belief in the limitless
possibilities of the human mind, which was recognized as
both a self-value and a tool of knowledge. The American
philosopher’s basic concept of social, political, religious,
and ethical ideas is the concept of freedom, which he seeks
both in religion and in politics. He believes freedom and
reason will bring people closer to pure religion, and a
native moral sense will ensure a peaceful neighborhood.
An American philosopher the best of the existing ones
calls Christian ethics, since its essence, unlike ancient
ethics, is aimed at the motivation of an act. The thinker
draws parallels between the teachings and lives of the
ancient philosopher Socrates and the Christian God Jesus;
he emphasizes the exclusivity of philosophical teachings
for the chosen ones and the openness of Christian
teachings for understanding by the majority. Ancient
philosophers left a legacy of unique ideas of patriotism,
justice, love, and mercy. Thomas Jefferson admits that
Plato’s doctrine of the ideal state appears to the American
thinker to be illegitimate and meaningless; however,
he admits that he understands Plato’s influence on the
history of philosophy and the Christian religion. It is the
influence of Plato’s ethical teaching, and not the doctrine
of the republic, that the American philosopher considers
the main legacy of the ancient philosopher.
