Summary

Sobolievskyi Ya. A. Socio-political and religious
views in the Puritan philosophy of the American thinker
Thomas Hooker. — Article.

Early American philosophy emerged against the
backdrop of colonization when European settlers
conquered new territories and sought ways to organize
their new community. One of the most prominent figures
of this time was Thomas Hooker, who made significant
contributions to the development of early American
philosophy. In the history of early American philosophy,
the main worldview orientations were determined by the
realities of colonization, so, for example, the outstanding
socio-political and religious figure T. Hooker, one of the
founders of Connecticut, insisted on the need to expand
suffrage, for political freedom. The basis of power is the
free consent of the people, it is the people who set the limits
of power. The American thinker was one of the founders
of the Connecticut colony and actively promoted ideas of
political freedom and expanding suffrage. He believed
that the basis of power should be rooted in the free consent
of the people, and the citizens themselves should establish
the limits of power. His views on democracy and political
rights were reflected in one of the first constitutions in
the colonies, “The Fundamental Orders of Connecticut”.
The American thinker believed that the ideal power is the
one that is accountable to the people, which is why he was
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convinced that those who have the right to elect officials
should also control their power. In his philosophical
views, Hooker leaned towards Calvinism and actively
participated in Puritan debates. He also explored religious
issues and leaned towards theism. According to him,
moral principles should be the foundation of society, and
preparation for eternal life should be the primary purpose
of human existence. Hooker's ideas about democracy and

political freedom were ahead of their time and influenced
the further development of American democracy. He
became an important symbol of opposition to despotism
and the struggle for civil liberties. He argued that power
should belong to the people, not to individual persons.
